The new arrangement gave 

us the opportunity to offer more bench space for maintenance 

and provide room to expand the system. The newer trailer is two 

feet longer than the last revision. The extra room allows us to 

customize each trailer for the needs of individual locations and 

offer more storage space. 

Our Latest Trailer Configuration 
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Over the past year we received numerous requests for a 

bracket to hold two silhouettes for use on machine gun ranges. 

We responded by creating a bracket that mounts to our TLDs. 

Two of our T bars attach to the bracket, making quick silhouette 

replacement if the current silhouette is worn. The bracket is 

made of aluminum and powder coated to prevent corrosion. 

The ends are slotted and threaded for easy mounting of the T-

bar. We are always listening to the needs of the ranges, and will 

try to design new equipment with the end user in mind. We will 

be adding this to our GSA schedule shortly. Be on the lookout 

for more items.

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Our flasher was designed to be either facing the silhouette for 

night fire qualification or facing the shooter to simulate muzzle 

flash.
